Non starters to be allocated points in qualifying order behind all
starters.

The points earned during the heats determine the grid positions for the Pre-
Final. Competitor with the lowest points from the heats to grid 1, next to
grid 2 and so on up to grid 36. Drivers with equal points will be determined
by the best qualifying time.

Finishing order of the Final determines the winning positions in each class.

Drivers excluded during qualifying will be allocated the slowest time plus 1 second or as determined by the
officials. Drivers disqualified during any race will be allocated points penalties as determined by the officials

PULP is the only
fuel permitted. Controlled fuel for this meeting is from the Shell Service Centre, Cook St, Port Melbourne. Fuel must
be purchased and used from the 28™ i 29™ January 2012 inclusive.

REMINDER: Fuel tanks and drums should be empty prior to being used for fuel purchased for this meeting.

Random samples of competitor’s fuel may be taken during this meeting and tested for conformity to samples taken
from the supplier between these dates.

PIT CREW ATTIRE
Rule 14.12, all pit crew will be required to wear suitable attire, including covered shoes, and observe any other
requirements on protective clothing in these rules.

SCRUTINEERING
Scrutineering for this race meeting will be as per rule 12.01

Each kart will have affixed to it a correct scrutineering sticker or identifying mark supplied for the meeting. This
signifies that the driver has confirmed their entry for the meeting and completed a Scrutineering Form relevant to the
entry. The scrutineering sticker must be placed on the centre of the front nose cone of the kart.

From Saturday 28" January 2012, the Grid Marshal/Scrutineers will not allow any kart that does not display a correct
scrutineering sticker or identifying mark to practice, time qualify or race. Failure to comply will result in the driver being
excluded from the Meeting. Refer to rule 12.0 1(a).

KART NUMBERS

Competitors who are registered for the Rotax Pro Tour will use their reqgistered race number for this event. Registered
Rotax Pro Tour competitors will have first preference to their race number. Competitors who are not registered for the
Rotax Pro Tour can nominate a race number on their entry form. In the case of a race number conflict the Race
Secretary will allocate a number to the unregistered entrant. The Race Secretary’s decision in this matter will be final.
In the case of two classes being combined, the race number that entered first will be allocated. For example, if DD2
and DD2 Masters are combined and two drivers enter with the same registered race number, the driver who entered
first will be allocated the race number.

Number 1 will be reserved for 2011 Rotax National Champion in each class.

CLUTCH REQUIREMENTS

Rotax Genuine needle cage and O-ring will be required an all clutches. Failure to seal the needle cage correctly
resulting in the spreading of grease into the clutch drum will be grounds for immediate disqualification from the event.
Instructions on how to correctly mount the needle cage and o-ring can be downloaded from the website
www.rotax.com.au. There will be random checks throughout the duration of the event to ensure that all competitors
comply to this rule.

SPARK PLUG REQUIREMENTS

All competitors are required to use a Denso Iridium spark plug for this event. Each competitor will be given one (1)
plug free of charge. Competitors will be given a choice of an IW27, IW29 or IW31. The plugs will be given out at tyre
scanning on Friday 27" January 2012. Competitors must use Denso Iridium spark plugs for the duration of the event.
Additional spark plugs will be available for purchase from the event. Karts will be randomly checked throughout the
event to ensure adherence to this requirement.

TRANSPONDERS & TIMING

Timing for this race meeting will be undertaken using an AMB TRANX 160 Transponder in conjunction with the AKA
CM:S. It will be compulsory for all competitors to have an AMB TranX160 transponder fitted to their karts for the
purposes of lap timing and / or lap scoring recording in all timed qualifying sessions and racing. It is the competitors
responsibility to ensure that their “transponder identification number” (7 digit number) has been correctly entered on
their race entry form and confirmed with the appropriate race meeting officials at race entry confirmation. As per rule
25.30 of the 2012 AKA Manual.

TYRE SCANNING
All competitors are required to have bar-coded race tyres for this meeting. Race tyres must be presented for scanning

on Friday 27™ January 2012. Tyre scanning will be conducted between 2pm and 4pm on Friday.

It is the driver’s responsibility to ensure that both barcodes remain visible for the duration of the event. Any
deterioration to both barcodes on a tyre should be reported to a Technical Official.

Photo lonisation Detector (tyre sniffer) that complies with the AKA regulations will be in use at this meeting. Random
checks for illegal tyre treatment will be conducted throughout this event.

ONBOARD CAMERAS
